2. Performance & Analytics Cookies 
These cookies help us understand how visitors interact with our website by collecting 
anonymous information.

●​ Identify popular pages 
●​ Improve website performance 
●​ Enhance user experience 

We may use trusted analytics services such as:

3. Functional Cookies

●​ User preferences
